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Go is an open source project developed by team at Google and many
contributors from the open source community. Initially it started as part-time
project at Google Inc. by three engineers Robert Griesemer, Rob Pike, and Ken
Thompson. Officially Go launch time is November 2009 and it is contributed
under BSD-like license.

Go calls “C for the 21st century” and it belongs to C-family. Other languages
also influenced on Go design: Pascal, Modula, Python, Ruby.

GoLang is an imperative kind of language build with concurrency in mind.
It’s not object-oriented compare to Java or C++, it doesn’t has classes and
inheritance. However it does have concept of interfaces, with which much of
polymorphism can be realised.

The main building blocks of Go are functions and Go also exhibits the
fundamental aspects of a functional language : Function closures and lambda
function

Go support cross-compilation: developing app on Linux-system that will
execute on Windows system. Strong support of UTF-8 allow working with UTF-8
strings but allow to use UTF-8 for code writing: it makes Go truly International.
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
