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Our research work was aimed at investigation of concept «freedom» in the English
worldview.

Concept «freedom» refers to one of the basic concepts which essence lies in the
opposition of freedom and unfreedom. It actualizes in the situations of transition from the
state of freedom into the state of dependence and vice versa.

Concept «freedom» has the following characteristics: firstly, it is represented by
different images — of the wind, the sea, a bird, flight, breath, an open space; secondly, it has a
notional constituent — the ability to act according to your own will, the absence of restrictions,
the opposition to slavery; thirdly, it has one of the life priorities value constituents — the
possible threat / loss of freedom and necessity to fight for freedom and protect it.

The most important comprehension of concept «freedomy in philosophical traditions
is the emphasis on the freedom of will and choice. We think nowadays the comprehension of
this concept is very important and actual.

In these dictionaries of the English language we found 58 word combinations and
phraseological units with the component «freedom». According to their meaning we divided
them into the following thematic groups: 1) freedom as a social and political phenomenon, 2)
symbols of freedom, 3) the main principles and values of freedom, 4) everyday life freedom.

1). Freedom as a social and political phenomenon includes the main rights and
liberties given by Bill of Rights and Constitution such as freedom of speech speech —

cBoboma cioBa, freedom of choice — cBoboma BuGopy, freedom of religion — cBoGona
BipocnoBinanus, freedom of thoughts — cso6ona mymok, freedom of action — cBoGona miif,
freedom of press — cBo6oma apyky, freedom of assembly — cBoGona 3i0pans, freedom of
petition — mpaBo momasatu neruiii, freedom from oppression — cBoGoxa Bix MPUTHIYEHHS,
freedom from slavery — coGopa Bin pabcrsa, freedom from torture — cBo6oa Bij KaTyBaHb,
freedom from unlawful imprisonment — ceo6oa Bix TIopemHoro yB's3uenns, and others.

2). Symbols of freedom. The universal symbols of freedom refer to untorn chains
symbolizing fight with slavery; such symbols as the wind, the sky, wild nature which show
the freedom of movement, space and absence of obstacles: freedom from power — cBo6oxa Bix
pabctsa, freedom from fear / hunger / pain — mo36aBieHHs Bix crpaxy / rogony / 600,
freedom of movement — ceoboxa pyxy, freedom of passage — ceo6oaa npoxoay, freedom of
creation — co6oaa tBopuocti, freedom of the individual — cBoGoaa ocobucrocti, freedom
of the high seas — cso6oa BinkpuToro mopsi, freedom of trade — cBo6oaa Toprosui, etc.

3). The main principles and values of freedom. Freedom brings happiness and joy,

equality and pride for the country. In the mind of most people freedom is associated with
democratic liberties and values, justice and independence of the country. The actualized word
combinations of this sphere are the following: freedom of independence — cBoGona
nesanexnocti, freedom of equality — cBoboma pisuocti, freedom of justice — cBoGoma
cnpaseuinBocTi, freedom of peace — ceob6oaa mupy, freedom of happiness — cBobona macrs,
freedom of responsibility — ceo6oxaa BiamosinansHOCTI, freedom of pride — cBo6oxa ropaocri,
freedom of safety — cBo6ona 6e3nexu, freedom of understanding — ceo6oma po3ymiHHs.
4). Everyday life freedom means the absence of unreasonable restrictions, freedom of
movement and desires, freedom to love and dream. The essence of everyday life freedom is in
the idea that a person can do everything which doesn’t hamper other people. This kind of
freedom is verbalized through following word combinations: freedom of movement — cso6o1a
pyxy Ta mepecyBanHns, freedom of navigation — cBoGoma cyaHomaBctBa, freedom of
overflight — ceo6oxa nponsory, freedom of passage — ceobona npoxoxy, freedom of the air —
cBoOOIa TOBITPsIHOTO TIpocTopy, freedom of transit —cBoOoma TpaH3WUTHOTO TEpPECYBaHHS,
freedom from restrictions — ceo6oma Bix 000B'sI3KiB, Bil 0OMexeHb, freedom from oppression
— cBobona Bijx yruckis, freedom from persecution — ceobomy Bin mepeciinyBanus, freedom
from external control — cBoGoxa Bin 30BHIIHBOrO KOoHTpoOuto, freedom for love — cBoGoxa
nro608i, freedom of traveling — cBo6o1a mogopoxeti.

Our research of the concept «freedom» helped illustrate its many-sided character and
diversity of understanding and interpreting its components.

We can draw a conclusion that the comprehension of the concepts and knowing the
spheres of their usage give us an opportunity to widen the borders of notions and meanings, to
know better other cultures, to broaden our worldview.
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
