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ПЕРЕДМОВА 

Методичні вказівки з граматики англійської мови «Модальні дієслова» 

призначено для студентів I – IV усіх спеціальностей, які готуються до 

складання єдиного вступного іспиту (ЄВІ) з іноземної мови, а також для всіх, 

хто бажає підвищити свій рівень володіння англійською мовою і удосконалити 

навички оперування модальними дієсловами у професійно-діловому та 

повсякденному мовленні. Методичні вказівки укладені відповідно до 

рекомендацій Концепції розвитку англійської мови в університетах, 

затвердженої Міністерство освіти і науки України, та згідно з програмою ЄВІ з 

англійської мови. 

Методичні вказівки складаються з вступу, шести уроків, додаткових 

завдань, додатків, відповідей до практичних завдань та списку використаних 

джерел. У вступі містяться загальні відомості щодо використання модальних 

дієслів, а також особливості їх вживання з різними формами інфінітиву. 

Теоретичний матеріал подано у шести уроках та згруповано відповідно до 

функціональних особливостей вживання модальних дієслів. Пояснення 

теоретичного матеріалу проілюстровано рисунками і прикладами  англійською 

й українською мовами та супроводжується комплексом практичних завдань для 

закріплення навичок вживання модальних дієслів.  

Окремим розділом винесено додаткові завдання для повторення 

вивченого матеріалу. Для ґрунтовнішого усвідомлення студентами 

опрацьованого навчального матеріалу у додатках представлено таблиці, у яких 

узагальнено правила щодо функціональних особливостей вживання модальних 

дієслів. 

На розсуд викладача методичні рекомендації можуть бути використані як 

доповнення до завдань у межах аудиторної роботи або запропоновані 

студентам для самостійного опрацювання. 
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ВСТУП 

 

В англійській мові є група дієслів (can, may, must, should, ought to), які 

називаються модальними. Дієслова have to, need (tо) теж можуть мати модальне 

значення. Модальні дієслова не вживаються самостійно, оскільки не виражають 

дії або стану. Вони виражають можливість виконати дію, вірогідність дії тощо. 

Відповідно, ці дієслова використовуються  лише у сполученні з інфінітивом 

іншого дієслова без частки tо (див. нижче у таблицю форм інфінітива). 

Витятками є дієслова ought to, have to дієслово need, яке може вживатись і з 

часткою tо, і без неї. 
 I can help you. 

Я можу допомогти вам. 

Без інфінітива іншого дієслова модальні дієслова вживаються лише тоді, 

коли інфінітив зрозумілий з контексту: 
 Can you do it? Yes, I can. 

Ви можете це зробити? Так, можу. 

Модальні дієслова can, may, have to мають форми і теперішнього, і 

минулого часу (could, might, had to). Відтак, вони можуть, наприклад, виражати 

можливість виконання дії відносно минулого чи теперішнього часу. 
 I can speak English. 

Я вмію (можу) розмовляти англійською мовою. 

 My mother could speak five foreign languages. 

Моя мама могла (вміла) розмовляти п’тьма іноземними мовами. 
 

Модальні дієслова (must, should, ought to, need (tо)), які мають лише одну 

форму, теж можуть вживатись стосовного минулого часу. Для цього з ними 

вживають інфінітив іншого дієслова у формі Perfect (див. у таблицю форм 

інфінітива).

Для вживання модальних дієслів стосовно майбутнього часу, як правило, 

використовують інфінітив у формі Indefinite.  
 I can help you. 

Я зможу допомогти вам. 
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Для акцентування уваги на процесі дії вживають інфінітив у формі 

Continuous.  
 A: Joe is a hard worker.  

A: Джо сумлінний працівник? 

B: Joe? You must be joking. He doesn't do anything. 

B: Джо? Ти, напевне, жартуєш. Він нічого не робить.  
 

Заперечну та питальну форму модальні дієслова, як правило, утворюють без 

допоміжних дієслів. 
 I can’t help you.

Для вираження здатності або можливості виконати дію вживають такі 

дієслова, як can, could, be able to / manage to.

З цією метою використовують модальні дієслова can або be able to; однак, як 

правило, у цьому випадку вживають can: 
 We can see the lake from our hotel. 

Ми можемо бачити озеро з номера нашого готелю. 

 Can you speak any foreign languages? 

Ти (вмієш розмовляти) розмовляєш іноземними мовами? 

 I can see you tomorrow if you like. 

Якщо хочеш, я можу  зустрітись з тобою завтра. 

 The word 'dream' can be a noun or a verb. 

Слово 'dream' може вживатись і як іменник, і як дієслово. 

 I'm afraid I can't come to the party on Friday. 

На жаль, я не зможу прийти на вечірку в п’ятницю. 
 

2. Здатність / можливість виконувати дію стосовно минулого часу: 

З цією метою використовуємо модальні дієслова could та was able to / managed 

to: 
 We had a lovely room in the hotel. We could see the lake. 

У нас був чудовий номер у готелі. Ми могли бачити озеро. 

 My grandfather could speak five languages. 

Моя бабуся могла розмовляти п’ятьма мовами. 

 I was sitting at the back of the theatre and could hear nothing.

 Jack and Andy played a match yesterday. Andy

Проте, у заперечних речення  couldn't (could not) вживають в обох випадках. 
 My grandfather couldn't swim.

 We looked for David everywhere, but we couldn't find him.

 Andy played well, but he couldn't beat Jack. 

Енді грав дуже добре, але йому не вдалось перемогти  Джека. 
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3. Здатність / можливість виконувати дію у минулому з часами групи 

Perfect (див. різницю між Past Simple та Present Perfect): 

З цією метою використовуємо такі дієслова, як be able to, manage to:  
 I have managed to finish the report.

 I have finally managed to give up smoking. 

Нарешті я зміг кинути курити.

минулому вживають could have (done) / might have (done): 
 

 I might have gone to drama school, but I chose history instead.

 Why did you stay at a hotel when you were in Paris? You could have stayed with Sarah. 

Чому ти зупинився у готелі, коли був у Парижі. Ти міг зупинитись у Сари. 

 David was lucky. He could have hurt himself when he fell. 

Девіду повезло. Він міг поранитись, коли падав.

Для вираження припущення вживаються такі модальні дієслова, як must, can’t, 

may, might, could.

1.1 Для вираження припущення з відтінком впевненості використовують 

модальне дієслово must у стверджувальних реченнях та can’t – у 

заперечних. 
 

e.g. 

 
 

 You've been travelling all day. You must be tired. 

Ти весь день їздив. Ти, напевне, втомився. 

 A: Joe is a hard worker.  

A: Джо сумлінний працівник? 

B: Joe? You must be joking. He doesn't do anything. 

B: Джо? Ти, напевне, жартуєш. Він нічого не робить.  
(у цьому випадку модальне дієслово must вжито з інфінітивом у формі Continuous для акцентування уваги на процесі дії) 

 I’m sure Sally gave me her address. I must have it somewhere. 

Я впевнена, що Салі дала мені свою адресу. Вона мусить бути десь тут. 

 Louise must get very bored in her job. She does the same thing every day. 

Луїзі, напевне, дуже нудно на роботі. Вона кожного дня робить одні й ті самі речі. 

 They haven't lived here for very long. They can't know many people. 

Вони дуже довго тут не жили. Напевно, вони не знають багатьох людей. 

 A: Is that Marina at the door? 

A: Це Марина біля дверей? 

B: It can’t be her, she’s on holiday. 

B: Це не може бути вона. Вона у відпустці. 
 

1.2 Для вираження припущення з відтінком впевненості стосовно минулого 

часу використовують модальне дієслово must + інфінітив у формі Perfect 

у стверджувальних реченнях та can’t / couldn’t + інфінітив у формі Perfect 

– у заперечних. 

 

 A: We used to live very near the motorway. 

A: Колись ми жили біля магістралі. 

B: Did you? lt must have been noisy. 

e.g. 
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B: Та невже? Напевне, було дуже шумно. 

 A: I’ve lost one of my gloves.  

A: Я загубив одну рукавицю. 

B: You must have dropped it somewhere. 

B: Напевно, вона десь випала. 

 Sarah hasn't contacted me. She can't have got my message. 

Сара не зв’язалась зі мною. Напевне, вона не отримала мого повідомлення. 

 Tom walked into a wall. He can't have been looking where he was going. 

Том вдарився об стіну. Він, напевно, не бачив, куди йшов. 

 Jane walked past me without speaking. She couldn’t have seen me. 

Джейн пройшла повз мене, не сказавши ні слова. Напевне, вона не бачила мене. 
 

1.3 Іноді для вираження припущення з відтінком впевненості також вживають 

модальні дієслова should та ought to: 
 Helen has been studying hard for the exam, so she should pass. (= I expect her to pass) 

Гелен старанно готувалась до екзамену, тому вона повинна його здати. (= Я 

сподіваюся, що воно здасть екзамен) 

 There are plenty of hotels in the town. It shouldn't be hard to find a place to stay. (= I don't 

expect it to be hard) 

У місті є безліч готелів. Не повинно бути складно знайти місце для ночівлі.

2. Припущення з відтінком невпевненості 
 

2.1 Для вираження припущення з відтінком невпевненості стосовно 

теперішнього  часу вживають такі модальні дієслова, як may, might, could.  
 

e.g. You are looking for Ben. Nobody is sure where he is, but you get some suggestions. 

 
 

 It may be true. або  It might be true. (= perhaps it is true) 

Можливо, це правда. 

 She might know. або She may know. 

Можливо, вона знає. 

 It may not be true. (= perhaps it isn’t true) 

Можливо, це неправда.  

 She might not work here any more. (=perhaps she doesn1t work here) 

Можливо, вона тут більше не працює. 

 It’s a strange story, but it could be true. (= it is possible that it’s true) 

Це дивна історія, але, можливо, це і правда. 
 

2.2 Для вираження припущення з відтінком невпевненості стосовно минулого 

часу вживають такі модальні дієслова, як may, might, could + інфінітив у 

фомі Perfect. 
 A: I wonder why Kate didn’t answer her phone. 

B: She may have been asleep. (=perhaps she was asleep) 

А: Мені цікаво, чому Кейт не брала трубку. 
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В: Можливо, вона спала. 

 A: Why wasn’t Amy at the meeting yesterday? 

B: She might not have known about it. (=perhaps she didn’t know) 

А: Чому не було Емі вчора на зустрічі? 

В: Можливо, вона не знала про неї. 

 A: I wonder why David was in such a bad mood yesterday. 

B: He may not have been feeling well. (= perhaps he wasn’t feeling well) 

А: Цікаво, чому у Девіда вчора був такий поганий настрій? 

В: Можливо, він себе погано почував. 

 A: I can’t find my phone anywhere. 

B: You might have left it at work. (=perhaps you left it at work) 

A:Я не можу знайти ніде свій телефон. 

B:Мабуть, ти залишив його на роботі. 

or You could have left your phone at work. (= it’s possible that you left it there) 

    Можливо, ти залишив його на роботі. 
 

2.3 Зверніть увагу, що may, might, could можуть вживатись для вираження 

припущення з відтіком невпевненості щодо теперішнього і минулого часу 

(немає значення, яке саме модальне дієслови використовувати). Однак, є 

різниці між may not / might not та could not. 
 

Порівняйте: 
 Sarah couldn't have got my message. Otherwise she would have replied. (= it is not possible 

that she got my message) 

 Сара, напевне, не отримала повідомлення. Інакше / В іншому випадку вона б відповіла. 

(= мабуть, вона його точно не отримала) 

 I wonder why Sarah hasn’t replied to my message. I suppose she might not have got it. (= it’s 

possible that she didn’t get it - so perhaps she did, perhaps she didn’t) 

Цікаво, чому Сара не відповіла на повідомлення. Я думаю, можливо, вона його не 

отримала. (= можливо отримала, а можливо не отримала) 
 

2.4 Для вираження припущення з відтінком невпевненості стосовно 

майбутнього  часу вживають такі модальні дієслова, як may або might. 
 I haven’t decided yet where to go on holiday. I may go to Ireland. (=perhaps I will go there) 

Я ще не вирішила, куди поїхати у відпустку. Можливо, поїду в Ірландію. 

 Take an umbrella with you. lt might rain later. (= perhaps it will rain) 

Візьміть з собою парасолю. Можливо, пізніше буде падати дощ. 

 The bus isn’t always on time. We might have to wait a few minutes. (=perhaps we will have to wait) 

Автобус не завжди приїжджає вчасно. Можливо,на треба буде кілька хвилин 

почекати. 

 Amy may not go out tonight. She isn’t feeling well. (=perhaps she will not go out) 

Амі, можливо, сьогодні ввечері нікуди не піде. Вона себе погано почуває. 

 There might not be enough time to discuss everything at the meeting. (=perhaps there will not 

be enough time) 

Можливо, на зустрічі не буде достатньо часу, щоб все обговорити. 
 

Порівняйте will (Future Simple) та may/might: 
 I’ll be late this evening. (for sure) 

Я запізнюсь сьогодні ввечері. 

 I may/might be late this evening. (possible) 

Можливо, я запізнюсь сьогодні ввечері.  
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Порівняйте will be -ing (Future Continuous) та may/might be -ing: 
 Don't phone at 8.30. I’ll be watching the football on television. 

Не дзвони мені о 8.30. Я буду дивитись по телевізору футбол. 

 Don't phone at 8.30. I might be watching (or I may be watching) the football on TV. (=perhaps 

I'll be watching it) 

Не дзвони мені о 8.30. Можливо, я буду дивитися по телевізору футбол. 
 

2.5 May/might be -ing можуть вживатися для вираження можливої запланованої 

дії. Порівняйте Present Continuous та may/might be -ing: 
 I'm going to Ireland in July. (for sure) 

Я їду у липні в Ірландію. 

 I might be going (or I may be going) to Ireland soon. (possible) 

Можливо, я скоро поїду в Ірландію.

Порівняйте had better та should: значення had better деякою мірою подібне до 

значення should, але не зовсім. Had better вживають лише у конкретних випадках. 

Натомість, should вживають у будь-яких ситуаціях для вираження поради: 
 It's late. You'd better go. / You should go.  

Вже пізно. Тобі вже краще йти. (мова йде про конкретний випадок) 

 You're always at home. You should go out more often.

звичку) 
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Крім цього, had better вживають у випадках, в яких, якщо “цього” не зробити, 

то виникнуть проблеми. Should означає лише, що потрібно вчинити саме так, 

бо це правильно/добре. Порівняйте: 
 It's a great film. You should go and see it. (but no problem if you don't)

 The film starts at 8.30. You'd better go now or you'll be late.
