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EDUCATION IN ETHIOPIA: AN OVERVIEW

In Ethiopia, the academic year runs from September to the end of June or the
beginning of July.

Primary Education

Primary education has a duration of 8 years (age groups 6 to 14) and is divided
into two 4-year cycles (grade 1 through 4 and grade 5 through 8). The subjects taught
in the first stage (grades 1 to 4) are Amharic, mother tongue, English, mathematics,
environmental science, arts and physical education. The second stage (grades 5 to 8)
includes the same language subjects, mathematics, physical education, civics,
integrated science, social studies, visual arts and music, as well as biology, chemistry,
and physics in higher grades. At the end of grade 4, pupils take a national exam and
must achieve a score of at least 50% in order to continue to grade 5 [2]. At the end of
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
