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Z uwagi na dotychczasowe deklaracji i stanowisko sekretarza generalnego NATO, nie
nalezy oczekiwaé przelomowych decyzji na kolejnym szczycie w sprawie Wojskowego
wsparcia Ukrainy ze strony Sojuszu. Nie wyklucza to jednak bezposrednich mozliwosci
takiej pomocy poszczegdlnych cztonkow NATO. Przyktadem tego jest wspotpraca z Ukrainy
z Polska, Czechami [6], Wielka Brytania i Stanami Zjednoczonymi. Pamictajmy, ze wojna
toczy si¢ po sasiedztwu z NATO, a zatem sytuacja jest stale oceniana i reakcje beda ciagle
dopasowywane do zachodzacych zmian.
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In early 20" cent., Kyiv Dormition Caves Lavra was not only the sacred place,
important for each Orthodox believer. It was also a self-sufficient institution with its own
farming lands, apiaries, hospitals, libraries, hotels and tenement houses, fish-ponds, blow-
wells, as well as prosphora-bakery, bakery, printing house and photo studio, sawmill, candle
and brick factories and a wide range of various work rooms [For example: 7]. In 1911,
independently operated oil power plant became an important part of economic life of the
various departments of monastery itself and Pechersk with its numerous permanent users,
including military [6]. In 1920, one of the chief engineers of the power plant Viacheslav
Ivanov (monk Bartholomew) took his vows in Lavra [4, apk. 25; 6, ¢. 23]. However, the place
of this plant in the activity and mind of brethren is not sufficiently examined.

The aim of this paper is to find out and interpret key features of the behaviour of
Spiritual Council (supreme administrative authority of Lavra consisting of archimandrites and
hegumens) regarding the providing oil for mentioned power plant in face of the Great War.

Lavra first purchased oil from the «Vacuum Oil Company» and then from late 1914 to
early 1915 from the «Nobel Brothers Partnership», the empire’s largest oil company [6, c.
18]. During the war, each order and transportation of fuel had to be coordinated with the
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leadership of Kyiv Military District and Kyiv Commandant, as well as with the district
officials responsible for rail transportation during all the way to Kyiv. The first problems for
Lavra began in the first half of 1916, when the monastery could not receive two oil tanks
(8 tons and 190 hundredweights) from a regular supplier («Nobel Brothers Partnership») for a
long time because of numerous misunderstandings that arose during the ordering of new
procedures [1, apk. 433, 434-437 3B., 442, 448-451 3B., 456456 3B., 458, 460, 461-462, 476,
477-481 38., 483-488, 490-492 3B., 510-514 38., 520].

On June 1, 1916, the authorized chairman of a special meeting on fuel for Kyiv district
and mineral fuel issued a circular to consumers stating that within three days they had to
indicate on special forms how much oil they needed [1, apk. 522—524 3B., 530].

Lavra did everything right. I1ts monthly applications for the second half of 1916, the first
half of 1917 and the beginning of 1918 have been preserved [1, apk. 531-531 3B., 534-534
3B., 557-557 38., 558, 559-563, 577-578, 589-590, 594-596 38., 705-707, 833].

Both the chief and keeper of the power plant and all members of the Spiritual Council,
first of all the Father Superior, were involved in adapting to new conditions. Various secular
and monastic employees of the power plant performed the assignments for interaction with
the relevant institutions [1, apk. 546546 3B., 548, 549-550, 552-554, 567-567 3B., 569-571
3B., 573-575 3B., 588589 3B., 603—-609, 627-627 3B., 631-632 3B., 637639 3B., 644, 653—
653 3B., 656656 3B., 678—678 3B., 681-683 3B., 712-714 3B., 747-747 3B., 759-760, 804,
830; 6, c. 19].

In the beginning of 1916, Lavra tried to carry out work for military institutions
(sometimes including urgent) on the condition that it would be provided with 8 tons and 190
hundredweights of oil per month [1, apk. 548, 550].

Despite the complete support of the Kyiv Military District Headquarters, the power
plant was repeatedly threatened with shutdown due to depletion of oil reserves. It happened
for the first time on January 3, 1916 and was repeated in June 1916, February, and April 1917
[1, apk. 425, 546-546 3B., 631-632 3B., 682—683 3B.].

On March 6, 1917, the Fuel Commissioner was above-board and wrote to the Spiritual
Council that, according to consumers’ demands, he only ordered oil to be provided to them,
and its actual volumes depended on the availability of stocks in the supplier’s warchouses and
largely on the consumer’s energy [ 1, apk. 645—645 3B.].

Lavra warned all permanent users, especially the military, about every possible
shutdown of its power plant, explaining the situation [1, apk. 546546 3B., 631-632 3B., 682—
683 3B.]. The Spiritual Council also asked the military to apply for oil to be provided for the
Lavra power plant. Due to frequent interruptions in the supply of oil to the Kyiv warehouse of
the Nobel brothers, the Lavra borrowed oil, in particular from the Kyiv Arsenal [1, apk. 549—
549 3B., 552-554, 567-567 3B., 569-571 3B., 573-575 3B., 588-589 3B., 640—640 3B., 646,
653-653 3B., 678—678 3B.], exposing themselves to the danger of conflicts in case of untimely
return. It was thanks to the leaders of Kaufman Hospital that it was possible to extract at least
a little oil [1, apk. 669, 684—684 3B., 826].

On June 11, 1918, the Spiritual Council addressed the head of the Ukrainian state,
Hetman Pavlo Skoropadsky, with a message that because of oil lack Lavra power plant might
stop. A copy of this request for oil was sent to the Minister of War of the Ukrainian state, and
then to the new Kyiv commandant [1, apk. 743-743 38B.; 5, apk. 1-3]. It is significant that
these documents were translated into Ukrainian, while the need for the power plant was
explained by its contribution to the work of military institutions, especially the Kaufman
Military Hospital [1, apk. 784—784 3B., 806808 3B.], according to the imperial tradition. On
October 17, 1918, Anthony, Metropolitan of Kyiv, as the abbot of Lavra, personally wrote to
the head of the foreign relations department of the Astrakhan regional government when the
monastery found itself in despair due to lack of fuel [1, apk. 770—770 3B.]. In November 1918,
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the power plant switched to one diesel instead of two [1, apk. 816—817 3B.], because the chief
physician of Kaufman Hospital A. Tomaszewski [6, c. 24] wrote to the Father Superior that
«aeptn HbTH, KepocuHy TOXke Oomnbimie HbBTh. CKOJNBKO BpeMEHHM MPOUIMTCS TaKoe
nosioxkenie, Hen3BberHo. (There is no oil, no kerosene. It is unknown how long this will last)»
[1, apk. 816].

It is possible to argue, that the Spiritual Council of Lavra, its Superior and the
administrative personnel of Lavra power plant were able to find and use the most effective
ways of the providing oil for this power plant in crisis conditions of the World War 1. It is also
important to study this problem during the stage of Ukrainian revolution after the end of the
Great War.
