It was found that a modern smart city due to global urbanization and migration, the spread of
environmental awareness, rapid technogenic progress at the global level, intellectualization, digitalization, and the
growth of the population of cities, should primarily take into account economic, ecological, and social factors, with
further actualization of the issue of healthy progress environment, promoting entrepreneurship and providing a
high standard of living for the population.
