The escalation of manipulative aspects within the contemporary communicative
environment and its comprehensive impacts on personality and social processes highlight the risks and
threats associated with potential exploitation of the informational (media) space to destabilize the
social well-being of Ukrainian society. Modern media tools and technologies allow for the utilization
of psychological principles of information influence on consciousness, values, psycho-emotional
sphere, and human behavior, thereby impairing their psychological well-being and safety. This
research aims to theoretically explore the psychological principles of the phenomenon of linguistic
(speech) play as a means of influencing human consciousness and substantiate the semantic-
psychological determination of the consequences of such influence. The study results address the
content of psychological aspects of the phenomenon of linguistic (speech) play in the context of
utilizing its effects to influence the human psyche. The scientific understanding of the influence of mass
communication on the human psyche through the psychological effects of verbal information play is
deepened. The research findings allow conclusions about the relevance of further psychological and
psycholinguistic investigations into the phenomenon of linguistic (speech) play as a source and means
of manipulative, indoctrinating influence on human consciousness, as well as the necessity of
considering the psychological peculiarities of the phenomenon of linguistic (speech) play in analyzing
media content, identifying sources of informational-psychological (performative) influence of
information on the addressee's consciousness, and predicting the consequences of such influence on
personality and social processes.
