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DECONSTRUCTING THE RUSSIAN "NUCLEAR BLACKMAIL" NARRATIVE: A DATA-
DRIVEN ANALYSIS OF INFORMATION WARFARE AGAINST UKRAINE

Abstract. Since the commencement of the russian federation's full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the
utilization of adversarial narratives by russia, as a tool of information warfare, has assumed
increasingly menacing characteristics. One such narrative, that of 'nuclear blackmail," is proposed for
scholarly inquiry. Employing a data-driven approach, this study examines specific pronouncements
and actions that demonstrate russia's nuclear blackmail strategy, and it analyzes the dissemination of
related storylines within the information domain. Furthermore, this research assesses the efficacy of
russia's information warfare, identifying both its successes in shaping domestic narratives and its
challenges in achieving strategic objectives in Ukraine. The findings elucidate the intricate relationship
between nuclear threats and information manipulation within russia's strategic framework.
