e Academic freedom
The conviction that the freedom of inquiry by faculty members is essential to the
mission of the academy as well as the principles of academia, and that scholars
should have freedom to teach or communicate ideas or facts (including those that are
inconvenient to external political groups or to authorities) without being targeted for

repression, job loss, or imprisonment.

e Academic Integrity
Honesty and responsibility in scholarship. Students and faculty alike must obey rules
of honest scholarship, which means that all academic work should result from an

individual's own efforts.

e Alternate views or perspectives
Your argument is stronger when you acknowledge other points of view and explain

why you are not persuaded by them (see also Counter argument).

e Analyse

The ability to analyse and evaluate information.

e Annotate

To put notes in a piece of writing in order to explain parts of it.

e Argument
A discussion or debate between people with different views, opinions etc.
- We can win this argument if we present the facts clearly.

- The party is involved in an argument over economic policy.
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A reason or set of reasons that you use for persuading other people to support your
views, opinions etc
- The Court of Appeal rejected her arguments.

- His main argument is stated in the opening chapter.

e Argues
To give reasons why you believe that something is right or true.
Successful economies, she argues, are those with the lowest taxes.
To discuss something with someone who has a different opinion from you.

The programme gives people a chance to argue their ideas.

e Article

A paper in an academic journal (see journal)

o Assess
To carefully consider a situation, person, or problem in order to make a judgment.
We tried to assess his suitability for the job.
To calculate what something costs or is worth.

Our agent will assess the value of your property.

e Assessment Criteria
The standards for an assessment task that are used for judging the quality of

submitted work.

e Attachment theory
A psychological model that attempts to describe the dynamics of long-term and short-
term interpersonal relationships between humans.

A list of the books, articles etc that someone has used for finding information for a
piece of work they have written.

e Bibliographic entry
A single item (or entry) including the details of a book, article etc. listed within a
bibliography.

e Certainty

e Chicago
Chicago is a referencing style with two formats: 1) Notes and Bibliography (NB) 2)
Author-Date. In this guide, we will be using the Chicago NB system which uses
footnotes and endnotes and is common in the humanities, including literature, history,

and the arts.

e Clearcut
Definite and easy to understand, recognize, or make a decision about.

The situation wasn’t as clear-cut as he’d have liked.

e Coherent
In which all the different parts fit together in a sensible or pleasing way

The writer presents this complex character as a coherent whole.

e Coherence

The state of being coherent.
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e Cohesion
A relationship between sentences or parts of a piece of writing that is shown by

particular words or phrases.

e Compile
To make something such as a list or book by bringing together information from
many different places. The database was compiled from statistics published by the

Tourist Board.

e Component
One of the different parts that a machine or piece of equipment consists of.
Car components. An individual quality or feature of something. Try breaking the

problem down into its separate components.

e Concurs
To agree with someone or something. We strongly concur with the recommendations

of this report.

e Conflicting
Describes two or more things that cannot all be right or cannot all happen at the same
time. The two men gave conflicting statements to the police. We have to balance the

conflicting demands of making high quality but low cost products.

e Consider
To think about something carefully before making a decision or developing an
opinion. She paused and considered for a moment. An important factor to consider

when choosing a school is...
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e Controlling idea
A thesis statement is a sentence or two that outlines what you will be arguing and
shows the reader what your position is in relation to the title. It is the controlling idea

in the essay, and everything you say will be dictated by it.

e Controversy
A disagreement, especially about a public policy or a moral issue that a lot of people
have strong feelings about. The election ended in controversy, with allegations of

widespread vote-rigging.

e Convey
To communicate ideas or feelings indirectly A good photograph can often convey far

more than words. These results will enable us at least to convey a sense of progress.

e Copyright
The legal right to have control over the work of a writer, artist, musician etc. If you
own the copyright on something, it is your intellectual property, and other people

must pay you to broadcast, publish, or perform it.

e Core collection
The Core collection is a set of resources held in the Library. Items are due back the
following day at 23:59, this includes Saturday and Sunday. Books can be renewed

once after one 24hr period, after which they need to returned and re-issued.

e Correspond
To be the same as something else, or very much like it If their statements correspond,

we’ll have no trouble.
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e Counter argument
An argument or set of reasons put forward to oppose an idea or theory developed in
another argument. The obvious counterargument to that dire prediction is that the

recession has depressed earnings.

e Counterpoint
Something that produces a different effect from something else, especially in an

interesting or attractive way.

e Coverage
Information about a range of things, for example in a book or course of education.

The course offers good coverage of the subject.

e Credible

Able to be believed; convincing.

e Criterion
A standard that is used for judging something or for making a decision about

something. Everyone whose qualifications meet our criteria will be considered.

e Critical
Consider something carefully and deciding what are the good and bad aspects

In his book, Laurence takes a critical look at modern life.

e Critical analysis
Considering and evaluating the claims made by the theorists, “experts”, official
bodies, journalists etc that you have read, asking yourself if the basis of these claims

Is sound and whether they apply or are relevant to the situation you are examining.
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e Critical thinking
The analysis and assessment of information about a subject in order to reach an

objective judgement. Employers want people who use critical thinking skills at work.

e Curated
To select items from among a large number of possibilities for other people to
consume and enjoy; applied to many areas including music, design, fashion, and
especially digital media. Recapp wants to make it more convenient to read sports

news curated around your favorite sports and teams.

e Current
Happening or existing now. Production is likely to remain at current levels.

There are several reasons for the current political situation.

e Data
Facts or information used for making calculations or decisions: can be followed by a
plural verb in scientific English, in which case the singular is datum. The analysis

was based on data collected in the field.

e Defining
To describe clearly and exactly what something is. No one has defined the scope of
the project. The responsibilities of each team member need to be clearly defined. To
explain the meaning of a word. Defining the word ‘love’ can be very difficult.
Manual work is broadly defined as work that you do with your hands. To be a feature
or quality that shows exactly what someone or something is like. It is his work that

really defines him. The high winds that define a storm as a hurricane.

e Directive
A directive word in an essay title is a word which tells you to do something; e.g.

analyse, discuss, evaluate.

e Discipline

A subject that people study, especially at a university.

e Discursive essay

A piece of formal writing which discusses a particular issue, situation or problem.

e Discuss
To talk about something with someone. We’re meeting to discuss the matter next
week. To write or talk about a subject in detail. The causes of stress have already

been discussed in Chapter 3.
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e Dismiss
To refuse to accept that something might be true or important The minister dismissed
claims that he had accepted bribes. We should not dismiss these ideas just because

they are unfamiliar.

e Domain extension
Extensions are categories of Internet domain names. There are several of them to
choose from: .com represents the word "commercial,” and is the most widely used
extension in the world. Most businesses prefer a .com domain name because it is a

highly recognized symbol for having a business presence on the Internet.

To think carefully about something before making a judgment about its value,
Importance, or quality.

e Evidence
Facts or physical signs that help to prove something. Evidence shows that global

warming is definitely occurring.

e Explicit
Said or explained in an extremely clear way, so that you cannot doubt what is meant

an explicit statement/warning/threat explicit instructions/directions

e Explore
To examine or discuss a subject, idea etc thoroughly. We are exploring the possibility
of taking legal action against the company. It is worth exploring other ways of

dealing with this problem.

e EXxport
Transfer (data) in a format that can be used by other programs. The information can

be exported to a database.

e Expressly
In a way that is clear and definite. The students were expressly forbidden to use the
Internet for their research on this occasion. For a particular purpose. She came

expressly to see you.

e Feedback
Comments about how well or how badly someone is doing something, which are
intended to help them do it better. Marks and comments on assignments provide

feedback to students.

e Firstdraft
A version of something written or drawn (as an essay, document, or plan) that has or

will have more than one version. | finished the first draft of my report.

e Flow
A way of talking or thinking in an easy natural way, without any pauses or
difficulties. flow of: She kept up an easy flow of conversation throughout the journey.

The phone rang, interrupting the flow of his thoughts.

e Format
The structure and design of a written document, for example the size and type of the

letters and the width of the written area of the page.

e Formative feedback
Feedback 'for' learning to monitor student learning to provide ongoing feedback that
can be used by instructors to improve their teaching and by students to improve their
learning. More specifically, formative assessments: help students identify their

strengths and weaknesses and target areas that need work.

To explain the meaning of something We’ll need some help to interpret all this data.

e Journal
A magazine containing articles relating to a particular subject or profession. A
scientific journal.

e Outweigh
To be more important, useful, or valuable than something else. The possible benefits
outweigh the risks involved.

e Overview

The set of reasons that something such as a plan or belief is based on. What is the

rationale for this approach to teaching reading?

e Restate
To say or write something again or using different words in order to emphasize it or

make it clearer.

e Reasoned

Thought about and expressed in an intelligent sensible way.

e Rebuttal
A statement showing or saying that something is not true. When discussing the

counter-argument in a discursive essay it is important to provide a rebuttal

e Referencing styles
There are very many different referencing styles used in academic study. They vary
by discipline and Schools and departments at Sussex will expect you to use a
recommended style. Although most styles require you to include the same
information, depending on the style you have to present that information in different
ways. On the Foundation Year the following referencing styles are recommended:
- Chicago footnotes for History
- MLA for literature
- Harvard style for MFM, Business and Social Sciences
- APA for Psychology
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o Refer
To mention someone or something when you are speaking or writing.

She referred to the subject several times during her speech.

e Reflective writing
An analytical practice in which the writer describes a real or imaginary scene, event,
interaction, passing thought, memory, form, adding a personal reflection (serious and
careful thought) on the meaning of the item or incident, thought, feeling, emotion, or

situation in his or her life.

e Relative
Having a particular quality when compared with something else. There was relative
calm after the violence of the previous night. Considered in comparison with other

similar things. The parents were discussing the relative merits of the local schools.

e Relevance/Relevant (adjective)
Directly connected with and important to what is being discussed or considered. Once
we have all the relevant information, we can make a decision. Ignore that comment.

It’s not relevant.

¢ Relevance (noun)
The quality of being directly connected with and important to something else. I don’t

see the relevance of what you are saying.
e Reliable
Reliable information can be trusted to be accurate. How reliable are these statistics?

There turned out to be no reliable evidence of Mardell’s guilt.

e Reporting verbs
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A writer's academic voice, or argument, is made evident in the way they introduce
and interpret the evidence that supports their points. One way you can do this is by
selecting the verbs you use to introduce your sources with care. ‘Reporting’ verbs
differ in terms of their strength; for example, 'to suggest' is much weaker, and more
tentative, than 'to argue'. The two verbs convey very different pictures about how

your chosen author sees his/her materials and research.

e Resource
Something that you can use to help you to achieve something, especially in your
work or study. The Internet has become a valuable resource in schools. We have

launched an appeal to set up a new library and resource centre.

e Reverse outline
Reverse outlining is a two-step, repeatable process to help you edit/revise your work:
1.In the left-hand margin write down the topic of each paragraph using as few words
as possible. These notes should tell you if each paragraph is focused and clear.
2. In the right-hand margin write down how the paragraph topic advances the overall
argument of the essay. These notes allow you to follow the logic of the essay, making

it easier for you to analyse or discuss later.

e Revision
The process of changing, improving, or making additions to something such as a
plan, law, or piece of writing. He intends to undertake a major revision of the
constitution. The work of studying for an examination. I can’t go out — I’ve got to do

some revision for my exams.
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e Sentence outline
A plan for your essay. Instead of being in note form, a sentence outline generally

consists of full sentences.

e Significant
Very important. Davis was one of the most significant musicians of the last century.

There’s been some significant progress.

e Signpost
In a presentation, words and phrases that tell the listener what has just happened, and

what is going to happen next to guide the listener

e Skills hub
A website showing you all the resources at Sussex that can help you to develop your

skills - www.sussex.ac.uk/skillshub

e Source
A person, place, or thing that provides something that you need or want.
Books, journal articles, websites are sources of evidence to support the argument you

are making in your essay.

e Standpoint
A way of considering something. From a saver’s standpoint, high interest rates are a

good thing.
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e Statistical sample
Any function of observed data, especially one used to estimate the corresponding
parameter of the underlying distribution, such as the sample mean, sample variance,

etc Compare estimator, parameter.

e Subject Guide

Key resources relating to your specific discipline.

e Substantiate
To provide evidence that proves something. They were unable to substantiate their

claims of government malpractice.

e Succinct

Expressed in a very short but clear way. A succinct set of instructions.

e Supporting evidence
For every claim you make in your writing, you will be required to prove your point.
Your opinions and generalisations will need factual detail (evidence) to support them.
Those supporting details may come from a number of different types of sources.

e Synonym
A word that has the same meaning as another word. For example ‘scared’ is a

synonym for ‘afraid’.

e Synonymously

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e Target audience
A particular group at which a product such as a film or advertisement is aimed. His

stated target audience is children.

e Taxonomy
The process of organizing similar things, especially living things, into groups or
types.

e Tentative

e Not definite, or not certain.

e A tentative agreement/deal

e Term
A word or phrase used for referring to something. A technical/medical/legal/scientific
term. Darwin originally coined the term ‘natural selection’. One of the periods of
time into which the year is divided for students. What classes are you taking this

term? How many weeks is it till the end of term?

e Theoretical
Based on theories or ideas instead of on practical experience; relating to theories or

ideas. The course is designed to be practical rather than theoretical.
e Thesis statement
This is a sentence or two (often in the introduction) that outlines what you will be

arguing and shows the reader what your position is in relation to the title.

e Topic
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A subject that you write or speak about. There has been little research on this
particular topic. She tried to think of another topic of conversation.
e Topic sentence

A sentence that expresses the main idea of the paragraph in which it occurs.

e Turnitin
Turnitin is the name of the software used at the University of Sussex for providing
marks and feedback and checking for originality on text-based assessments. For more

information, see the University guidance webpages for e-submission and e-feedback.

e Tutor
A member of teaching staff, including Teaching Fellows, Lecturers, Associate Tutors

and Professors.
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e Unattributed
(of a quotation, story, or work of art) not ascribed to any source; of unknown or

unpublished provenance.

e Underpin
To be an important basic part of something, allowing it to succeed or continue to

exist. The assumptions and beliefs that underpin our whole lives.

e Unmediated
Without anyone or anything intervening or acting as an intermediate; direct. History

IS not some unmediated story of events. It is a construct.

e Unoriginal

Lacking originality. An uninteresting and unoriginal essay.

e Unpick
To explain something complicated or confusing by dividing it into separate parts and

looking at them in detail.
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e Viable

Able to be done, or worth doing. The present system is simply no longer viable.

e Vis-a-vis
Compared to or relating to someone or something. Our students’ marks are quite

good vis-a-vis the national averages.

e Vital
Very important, necessary, or essential. He played a vital role in setting up the

organization.

e \oice
The opinion or attitude (of the writer/speaker) The writer's voice is clearly discernible
in their examination of the causes of the riots. The right or opportunity to express
your opinions and influence what happens. The apartheid system left the majority of
the population without a political voice. have a voice (in something): Parents should
have a voice in any changes to the school curriculum. give voice to something
(=express something publicly): Her article gave voice to the anger felt by many local

people.
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e Weigh up
To consider the good and bad aspects of something in order to reach a decision about

it. Before buying weigh up the advantages and disadvantages of each type.

e Abstract
A short summary of a research article, thesis, or academic paper. It summarizes the
essential components of the work, including its purpose, methodology, results, and
conclusions. Researchers often read abstracts to quickly assess whether a study aligns

with their interests.

e Analysis
Interpreting data collected during a study. Researchers examine data to find patterns,

relationships, and trends that can help them draw meaningful conclusions.

e Case Study
A case study delves deeply into a single subject, such as a specific individual, event,

or situation.

e Control Group
In experimental research, a control group serves as a benchmark. Participants in this
group do not receive the experimental treatment or intervention. Comparing the
outcomes for both groups helps to remove inaccuracies introduced by the placebo

effect or other factors aside from the thing being studied.
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e Descriptive Statistics
Methods used to summarize and simplify data, such as percentages, frequencies, and

averages.

e Data Collection
Gathering information for research through surveys, interviews, observations, or

experiments.

e Dependent Variable
The variable in an experiment that's expected to change as another variable is

intentionally altered.
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Ee

e Ethics
Principles that guide research conduct, emphasizing integrity, respect for participants,

and minimizing harm.

e External Validity

The extent to which a study's results can be applied to other populations or settings.
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e Hypothesis
A statement about the relationship between variables that can be tested through

scientific research.



¢ Independent Variable

A variable that is manipulated or controlled by researchers during a study.

e Literature Review
A piece of text that surveys existing research relevant to a specific topic and
combines the results, analyzing published studies to identify gaps, trends, and areas

that merit further investigation.

e Meta-Analysis
A combination of results from multiple studies addressing the same research

question.

¢ Pilot Study
A small-scale preliminary study that tests out the methodology of the study and its

feasibility before a larger study is conducted.

e Peer Review
When a group of experts evaluate a research article or proposal to assess its quality,
validity, and significance. Rigorous peer review ensures the integrity and reliability

of scientific knowledge.
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Qq

e Qualitative Research
Research that focuses on understanding phenomena through detailed descriptions,
observations, and interpretations. To conduct this type of research, experts use
methods like interviews, focus groups, and content analysis. Qualitative research

provides rich insights into complex human experiences.

¢ Quantitative Research
Research that involves collecting and analyzing numerical data. Some of the most

common quantitative approaches are surveys, experiments, and observational studies.

e Active Treatment

The stage of orthodontic treatment is when teeth are being moved and/or jaws

aligned.

e Adverse Event (AE)

Any untoward or unfavorable medical occurrence in a clinical research study
participant, including any abnormal sign (e.g. abnormal physical exam or laboratory
finding), symptom, or disease, temporally associated with the participants’
involvement in the research, whether or not considered related to participation in the

research.

e Advanced periodontitis

The most severe form of gum (periodontal) disease. It is a chronic infection of the
gums caused by accumulation of plague under the gum line. The plague contains
bacteria that produce toxins that destroy the soft tissue and bone that hold teeth in
place. Pockets (spaces between the gum and the teeth) appear and deepen. Gums

recede, and bone dissolves. Teeth can become loose and may have to be removed.

e Aligners

Clear, thin, removable trays that are formed to fit an individual’s teeth and are used to

straighten teeth. Patients are responsible for insertion and removal.
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e American Association of Orthodontists (AAO)

The AAO is a professional association of educationally qualified orthodontic
specialists who create healthy, beautiful smiles for their patients. The AAO only
admits orthodontists as members. Orthodontists first graduate from dental school and
then complete an additional two to three years of education in the orthodontic
specialty at accredited orthodontic residency programs. Selecting an AAO member

for orthodontic care is your assurance that the doctor is an orthodontist.
e Anterior

Front.
e Appliances

Any device used by an orthodontist, attached to the teeth or removable, designed to

move the teeth, change the position of the jaw, or hold the teeth.

e Arch

Upper or lower jaw. The “dental arch.”

e Archwire

The metal wire that is attached to the braces and used to move the teeth.

e Attachments

The tooth-colored “bumps” are placed on teeth during clear aligner treatment. They
help move the teeth while a patient wears aligners. They are removed once treatment

Is complete.
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Bb

e Band

A metal ring, usually on a back tooth, that is cemented to a tooth for strength and

anchorage.
e Baseline

The initial time point in a clinical trial that provides a basis for assessing changes in
subsequent assessments or observations. At this reference point, measurable values

such as physical exam, laboratory tests, and outcome assessments are recorded.
e Bias

A point of view or preference which prevents impartial judgment in the way in which

a measurement, assessment, procedure, or analysis is carried out or reported.

e Bite

How top and bottom teeth come together. Ideally, each tooth meets its opposite tooth
in a way that promotes functions such as biting, chewing and speaking. A bad bite is
called a malocclusion. The goal of orthodontic treatment is to create an individualized
healthy bite (ability to bite, chew, speak). Additionally, when teeth and jaws are in

proper positions, it creates a pleasing appearance.

e Blue Grass Appliance

Used to help in the correction of a tongue thrust. Helps the patient retrain the tongue

when swallowing, and can help correct an open bite.
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e Board-Certified Orthodontist

An orthodontist who has completed the American Board of Orthodontics Specialty
Certification exams. A board-certified orthodontist is known as a Diplomate of the
American Board of Orthodontics. The American Board of Orthodontics is the only
orthodontic specialty certifying board that is recognized by the American Dental

Association. Board certification is voluntary for orthodontists.

e Braces

A word commonly used to describe a fixed orthodontic appliance, usually consisting

of brackets, bands and wires.
e Bracket

The small metal, ceramic, or plastic attachment is bonded to each tooth with a tooth-
colored adhesive. The bracket has a slot that the orthodontic wire fits into. Also

known as a “brace.”

e Bridge

A replacement for a missing natural tooth/teeth that fills the opening between
adjacent teeth. Most often, the existing adjacent teeth receive crowns and a prosthetic
(false) tooth is attached to the crowns. This restores function, provides a good
appearance, and maintains the shape of the face. Bridges do not last forever,

eventually this will require replacement.
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e Brushing

Brushing the teeth is part of an individual’s daily home dental care. Patients with

braces should follow the orthodontist’s instruction on how often to brush.
e Bruxism

Grinding of the teeth, usually during sleep. Bruxism can cause abnormal tooth wear
and may lead to pain in the jaw joints, facial and/or neck muscles and difficulty

opening and closing the mouth.

e Buccal

A term orthodontists use to describe the cheek side of the back teeth in both jaws

e Buccal Tube

A small metal part of the bracket is welded to the cheek side of the molar band. The
tube may hold an archwire, lip bumper, headgear, facebow or other type of appliance

an orthodontist may use to move the teeth.
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Cc

e Cephalometric Radiograph

A side view x-ray of the head.
e Case Report Form (CRF)

A printed, optical, or electronic (eCRF) document designed to capture all protocol-

required information for a study.
e Coordinating Center (CC)

A group organized to coordinate the planning and operational aspects of a multi-
center clinical trial. CCs may also be referred to as Data Coordinating Centers
(DCCs) or Data Management Centers (DMCs).

e Clinical Research or Study Coordinator (CRC)

An individual that handles the administrative and day-to-day responsibilities of a
clinical trial and acts as a liaison for the clinical site. This person may collect the data

or review it before it is entered into a study database.
e Clinical Research — NIH defines clinical research as

Patient-oriented research. Research conducted with human subjects (or on material
of human origin such as tissues, specimens and cognitive phenomena) for which an
investigator directly interacts with human subjects. Excluded from this definition are
in vitro studies that utilize human tissues that cannot be linked to a living individual.

Patient-oriented research includes: (a) mechanisms of human disease, (b) therapeutic
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interventions, (c) clinical trials, or (d) development of new technologies.
Epidemiologic and behavioral studies. Outcomes research and health services

research.

e Clinical Trial

NIH defines a clinical trial as a research study in which one or more human subjects
are prospectively assigned to one or more interventions (which may include placebo
or other control) to evaluate the effects of those interventions on health-related
biomedical or behavioral outcomes. Clinical trials are used to determine whether new
biomedical or behavioral interventions are safe, efficacious, and effective. Behavioral
clinical trials involving an intervention to modify behavior (diet, physical activity,

cognitive therapy, etc.) fit this definition of a clinical trial.

e Concomitant Medication

Prescription and over-the-counter drugs and supplements a study participant has
taken along with the study intervention. This information may be collected as a
history item as well as during the study. Some studies may collect only those
medications that may interact with the study or intervention or that may exclude an

individual from participating in a study.
e Conflict of Interest
A conflict of interest occurs when individuals involved with the conduct, reporting,

oversight, or review of research also have financial or other interests, from which

they can benefit, depending on the results of the research.
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e Control Group

The group of individuals in a clinical trial assigned to a comparison intervention.

e Controlled Clinical Trial

A clinical trial in which at least one group of participants is given a test intervention,

while at least one other group concurrently receives a control intervention.
e Chain

A stretchable series of elastic o-rings connected together and placed around each
bracket to hold the archwire in place and close the spaces between teeth. Also known

as a “power chain.”

e Class | Malocclusion

A malocclusion in which the back molars meet properly, but the front teeth may
appear to be crowded together or spaced apart. There may be an overbite, an
openbite, a posterior (back) crossbite or an anterior (front) crossbite with a Class |

Malocclusion.

e Class Il Malocclusion

A malocclusion the lower teeth and/or jaw is positioned back relative to the upper

teeth and/or jaw. This results the upper front teeth protruding forward.
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e Class Il Malocclusion

A malocclusion where the lower teeth and/or jaw is positioned ahead relative to the

upper teeth and/or jaw.

e Closed Bite/Deep Bite

Also known as deep overbite, this occurs when the upper front teeth overlap the

bottom front teeth an excessive amount.
e Comprehensive Treatment

Complete orthodontic treatment is performed to correct a malocclusion.

e Cone Beam CT/CBCT

A 3D x-ray.

e Congenitally Missing Teeth

A genetic occurrence in which permanent teeth do not develop.

e Crosshite

Upper back teeth are in crossbite if they erupt and contact inside or outside of the
lower back teeth. Lower front teeth are in crossbite if they erupt in front of the upper

front teeth. A crossbite can be a single tooth or groups of teeth.
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e Crown

The part of the tooth that is visible above the gums; OR, A tooth restoration placed
by a dentist. A crown restoration covers a tooth that may have had severe decay, was
badly discolored, or was broken or otherwise misshapen. The crown covers the entire
tooth and functions as a replacement for the natural tooth. Crowns placed by dentists

can last for many years, but they are not permanent.
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e DDSor DMD

DDS (Doctor of Dental Surgery) and DMD (Doctor of Dental Medicine) are degrees
awarded to dental school graduates. Some dental schools award DDS, and some
dental schools award DMD. The American Dental Association considers them
equivalent degrees. All orthodontists educated in the U.S. or Canada will have either
a DDS or DMD after their names. Orthodontists, who are also known as “orthodontic
specialists,” are required to follow their dental school education with the completion
of two to three years of orthodontic specialty education in an accredited orthodontic
residency program. This additional education makes orthodontists specialists in the

field of orthodontics.

e Data Management
The processes of handling the data collected during a clinical trial from development
of the study forms/CRFs through the database locking process and transmission to
statistician for final analysis.

e Data Management Plan (DMP)
A plan that documents the processes for handling the flow of data from collection
through analysis. Software and hardware systems along with quality control and
validation of these systems, as relevant are described.

e Data and Safety Monitoring Board (DSMB)

A group of individuals independent of the study investigators that is appointed by the

NIA to monitor participant safety, data quality and to assess clinical trial progress.
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e Data and Safety Monitoring Plan (DSMP)

Plan included with the grant application for clinical trials which establishes the
overall framework for data and safety monitoring, how adverse events will be
reported to the IRB and the NIH and, when appropriate, how the NIH Guidelines and
FDA regulations for INDs and IDEs will be satisfied.

e Decalcification

White marks on the teeth that can become cavities in the future. They are caused by

poor brushing, and the consumption of sugary and acidic drinks.

e Dentist

Practicing general dentists are healthcare professionals concerned with overall oral
health. Dentists diagnose oral diseases, treat decayed teeth (fillings) and remove
failed teeth (extractions). They usually provide services such as crowns, veneers or
bonding to improve the appearance and function of teeth that have extensive decay,
or are misshapen or broken. Dentists look for abnormalities in the mouth and teach

patients how to prevent dental disease.

e Diagnostic Records

The materials and information that the orthodontist needs to properly diagnose a
malocclusion and plan a patient’s treatment. Diagnostic records may include a
thorough patient health history, a visual examination of the teeth and supporting
structures, an electronic scan or plaster models of the teeth, extraoral and intraoral

photographs, as well as a panoramic and cephalometric x-rays.
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Ee

e Ectopic Eruption

Term used to describe a tooth or teeth that erupt in an abnormal position.
e Efficacy

Indication that the clinical trial intervention produces a desired therapeutic effect on

the disease or condition under investigation.
e Eligibility Criteria

List of criteria guiding enrollment of participants into a study. The criteria describe
both inclusionary and exclusionary factors, (e.g. inclusion criterion - participants
must be between 55 and 85 years old; exclusion criterion — must not take drug X

three month prior to the study).
e Elastics

Rubber bands. During certain stages of treatment, small elastics or rubber bands are

worn to provide individual tooth movement or jaw alignment.

e Enamel

The hard, white outer layer of a tooth, and the hardest substance in the human body.
Enamel makes it possible to bite and chew. If enamel breaks away from a tooth, or is
worn away due to abnormal forces generated by a bad bite (or malocclusion), it is

gone forever. Enamel does not regenerate.



e Eruption

The process by which teeth enter into the mouth.

e Essix Retainer

A removable retainer made of a clear, plastic-like material.

e Expander

An orthodontic appliance that can widen the jaws.
e Extraction

The removal of a tooth.

e Extraoral Photographs

Photographs taken of the face from the front and side views.

e Facebow

An orthodontic appliance worn with orthodontic headgear, used primarily to move
the upper first molars back, creating room for crowded or protrusive front teeth. The

facebow has an internal wire bow and an external wire bow.
e Food and Drug Administration (FDA)

An agency within the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS)
responsible for protecting the public health by assuring the safety, efficacy, and
security of human and veterinary drugs, biological products, medical devices,

nation’s food supply, cosmetics, and products that emit radiation.

e Fiberotomy

A surgical procedure designed to cut part of the gum tissue around teeth, usually

performed to reduce the chance of relapse or post-orthodontic tooth movement.

o Fixed Appliances

An orthodontic appliance that is bonded or cemented to the teeth and cannot be or

should not be removed by the patient.
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e Flossing

An important part of daily home dental care. Flossing removes plaque and food
debris from between the teeth, brackets and wires. Flossing keeps teeth and gums

clean and healthy during orthodontic treatment.

e Forsus Spring

An orthodontic appliance made of a fixed spring mechanism that moves the lower
jaw forward, usually to correct an overjet (protruding upper teeth). It can also be used

as an anchor for other types of movements.

e Frenum

The tissue attachment between the lip and the tongue or the lip and the upper jaw. A
large frenum can cause spacing between the front teeth or cause the tongue to be
“tied.” A large frenum can also cause the gum tissue on the lower front teeth to be

pulled down.

e Frenectomy

The surgical removal or repositioning of the frenum.

e Function

Refers to biting, chewing and speaking. Teeth and jaws in their correct positions

facilitate proper function.
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e Functional Appliances

A type of orthodontic appliance that uses jaw movement and muscle action to place
selective force on the teeth and jaws. They are usually removable. They are also

known as orthopedic appliances with names such as orthopedic corrector, activator,
bionator, Frankel, Herbst or twin block appliances.
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e Gingiva

Soft tissue around the teeth, also known as the gums.

e Good Clinical Practice

A standard for the design, conduct, performance, monitoring, auditing, recording,
analyses, and reporting of clinical trials that provides assurance that the data and
reported results are credible and accurate, and that the rights, integrity, and

confidentiality of trial participants are protected.

e Gingivitis

The mildest type of gum (periodontal) disease, usually caused by poor dental hygiene
that allows a build-up of plagque and subsequent inflammation in the gums .
Symptoms include red and/or swollen gums, and bleeding when you brush or floss.
Gingivitis can be reversed with professional treatment and good dental care at home.

If left untreated it may progress to periodontitis.

e Growth Modification

Placing braces or appliances to help modify and correct the growth of the jaws and
teeth.
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e Gum disease

Another name for periodontitis. A chronic infection of the gums that stems from a
build-up of plaque (link to glossary). Also called periodontal disease. Untreated gum
disease can lead to tooth loss. Patients having orthodontic treatment need to remove
plaque frequently by brushing their teeth after meals/snacks and before bed, and by
flossing at least once a day. There are three stages of gum disease: gingivitis,
periodontitis and advanced periodontitis. Many people are unaware that they have

gum disease because there is little or no pain.

e Gummy Smile

Showing an excessive amount of gingival (gum) tissue above the front teeth when

smiling.
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Hh

e Hawley Retainer

A removable retainer made of wire and a hard plastic-like material.

o Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) Privacy
Rule

The first comprehensive Federal protection for the privacy of personal health
information. The Privacy Rule regulates the way certain health care groups,
organizations, or businesses, called covered entities under the Rule, handle the
individually identifiable health information known as protected health information
(PHI).

e Human Subject

A patient or healthy individual who is or becomes a participant in research, either as a

recipient of the intervention or as a control.
e Headgear

An appliance worn outside of the mouth to provide traction for growth modification

and tooth movement.

e Herbst Appliance

This appliance is used to move the lower jaw forward. It can be fixed or removable.
When it is fixed, it is cemented to teeth in one or both arches using stainless steel

crowns. An expansion screw may be used to widen the upper jaw at the same time.
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e Holding/Lingual Arch

Bands on the upper or lower molars are connected using a bar behind teeth; used to

maintain space.
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e Impaction

A tooth that does not erupt into the mouth or only erupts partially is considered

impacted.
e Informed Consent

A process by which a participant or legal guardian voluntarily confirms his or her
willingness to participate in a particular trial, after having been informed of all
aspects of the trial that are relevant to the participant’s decision to take part in the
clinical trial. Informed consent is usually documented by means of a written, signed,

and dated informed consent form, which has been approved by an IRB/IEC.
e Informed Consent Form

A document that describes the rights of a study participant and provides details about
the study, such as its purpose, duration, required procedures, and key contacts. Risks

and potential benefits are explained in the informed consent document.
¢ Institutional Review Board (IRB)/Independent Ethics Committee (IEC)

An independent body constituted of medical, scientific, and nonscientific members
whose responsibility it is to ensure the protection of the rights, safety, and well-being
of human subjects involved in a trial by, among other things, reviewing, approving,
and providing continuing review of trials, protocols and amendments, and of the
methods and material to be used to obtaining and documenting informed consent of

the trial participant.
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e Intervention

A procedure or treatment such as a drug, nutritional supplement, gene transfer,
vaccine, behavior or device modification that is performed for clinical research

purposes.

e Investigational New Drug Application (IND)

An IND is a request for authorization from the Food and Drug Administration (FDA)
to administer an investigational drug or biological product to humans. Such
authorization must be secured prior to interstate shipment and administration of any
new drug or biological product that is not the subject of an approved New Drug

Application or Biologics/Product License Application (21 CFR 312).

e Implant

An artificial replacement for a missing tooth/teeth. The process involves placing a
metal post in the jawbone. A crown is placed on the implant so that the patient is able
to bite, chew and speak. Implants can be used to anchor a single tooth or multiple
teeth. An orthodontist can create space or hold space open in the mouths of patients
who may need implants to achieve good dental function. Dental implants cannot be

moved by conventional orthodontic forces.

e Interceptive Treatment

Orthodontic treatment is performed to intercept or correct a developing problem.
Usually performed on younger patients that have a mixture of primary (baby) teeth

and permanent teeth. Sometimes called Preventive or Phase | treatment.
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¢ Intraoral Photographs

Photographs taken of the inside of the mouth, usually showing the biting surfaces of

the teeth and sides of the mouth while biting down.

e Interproximal Brush

A tiny brush used to reach between teeth, and between teeth and braces, to remove

plaque and food debris.

e Interproximal Reduction

Removal of a small amount of enamel from between the teeth to reduce their width.
Also known as reproximation, slenderizing, stripping, polishing, enamel reduction or

selective reduction.
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e Labial

The surface of the teeth in both jaws that faces the lips.

e Ligating Modules

A small elastic o-ring, shaped like a donut, used to hold the archwire in the bracket.

Also called “o-rings” or “o-ties.”

e Ligature

A tiny rubber band, or sometimes a very thin wire, that holds the orthodontic wire in

the bracket slot/brace.

e Lingual

The tongue side of the teeth in both jaws.

e Lip Bumper

An orthodontic appliance used to move the lower molars back and the lower front
teeth forward, creating room for crowded front teeth. The lower lip muscles apply

pressure to the bumper creating a force that moves the molars back.
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e Lip Incompetence

The inability to close the lips together at rest, usually due to protrusive front teeth or

an excessively long face.
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e Malocclusion

Latin for “bad bite.” The term used in orthodontics to describe teeth that do not fit
together properly.

e Masking/Blinding

A procedure in which the investigator administering the assessments and intervention
as well as the participants in a clinical trial are kept unaware of the treatment
assignment(s). Single blinding usually refers to the study participant(s) being
unaware, and double blinding usually refers to the study participant(s) and any of the
following being unaware of the treatment assignment(s): investigator(s), monitor, and

data analyst(s).
e Manual of Procedures (MOP)

A set of procedures describing study conduct. A MOP is developed to facilitate
consistency in protocol implementation and data collection across study participants

and clinical sites.
e Mandible

The lower jaw.
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¢ MARA Appliance

A type of functional appliance used to bring the lower jaw forward to correct an

overjet.

e Maxilla

The upper jaw.

e Mixed Dentition

The dental developmental stage in children (approximately ages 6-12) when they

have a mix of primary (baby) and permanent teeth.

e Mouthguard

A removable device used to protect the teeth and mouth from injury caused by
sporting activities. The use of a mouthguard is especially important for orthodontic
patients.
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¢ Nightguard

A removable appliance worn at night to help an individual minimize the damage or

wear that occurs while clenching or grinding teeth during sleep.
e New Drug Application (NDA)

An application submitted by the manufacturer of a drug to the FDA, after the clinical

trial has been completed, for a license to market the drug for a specified indication.
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e Orthodontic treatments
Orthodontic treatments are a branch of dentistry aimed at correcting irregularities in
the teeth and jaw structure. These treatments help resolve both aesthetic and

functional problems. Proper alignment of the teeth is crucial not only for maintaining

oral health but also for boosting an individual’s self-confidence.

e Observational Study Monitoring Board (OSMB)

The safety and data monitoring body for observational studies with large or

vulnerable populations or risks associated with tests or standard of care.

e Office for Human Research Protection (OHRP)

A federal government agency within the Department of Health and Human Services
(DHHS) charged with the protection of human subjects participating in government
funded research. It issues assurances and oversees compliance of regulatory

guidelines by research institutions.

e Open-Label Trial

A clinical trial in which investigators and participants know which intervention is

being administered.

e Objectives of Orthodontic Treatment
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Aesthetic Improvement: Correcting crooked, misaligned, or irregular teeth.
Improved Chewing Function: Addressing jaw misalignments to ensure proper
chewing of food.

Preservation of Dental Health: Misaligned teeth are harder to clean, increasing
the risk of tooth decay and gum disease. Orthodontic treatment reduces these
risks.

Correction of Speech Problems: Jaw structure or tooth alignment issues can

lead to certain speech difficulties.

Orthodontic Treatment Process

Orthodontic treatment typically occurs in several stages:

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e Open Bite

A malocclusion in which teeth do not make contact with each other. With an anterior
open bite, the front teeth do not touch when the back teeth are closed together. With a
posterior open bite, the back teeth do not touch when the front teeth are closed

together.

e O-ring

A tiny, o-shaped rubber band that is used as a ligature and holds the archwire to
bracket slots. O-rings come in a variety of colors, and are generally changed at each

adjustment appointment.

e Orthodontics

The specialty area of dentistry concerned with the diagnosis, supervision, guidance
and correction of malocclusions. The formal name of the specialty is orthodontics and

dentofacial orthopedics.
e Orthodontist

A specialist in the diagnosis, prevention and treatment of dental and facial
irregularities. Orthodontists are required to complete college requirements, graduate
from an accredited dental school and then successfully complete a minimum of two
years of full-time study at an accredited orthodontic residency program. Only those
who have completed this education may call themselves “orthodontists.”
Orthodontists limit their scope of practice to orthodontic treatment. Only

orthodontists may be members of the American Association of Orthodontists (AAO).
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e Orthognathic surgery

Also called surgical orthodontics, orthognathic surgery is corrective jaw surgery
performed to remedy skeletal problems that affect the ability to bite, chew and speak.
Orthodontic treatment is done before and after surgery so that upper and lower teeth

meet appropriately.

e Orthopedic Appliance

A removable functional appliance designed to guide the growth of the jaws and face.

e Overbite

The upper front teeth excessively overlap the bottom front teeth when back teeth are

closed. Also called a closed bite or deep bite.

e Overjet

The upper front teeth protrude in front of the bottom front teeth when back teeth are

closed. Sometimes called buck teeth.
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e Panoramic Radiograph

An x-ray that shows all the teeth and both jaws at once.

e Pharmacokinetics

The process (in a living organism) of absorption, distribution, metabolism, and

excretion of a drug or vaccine.

Phase | — clinical trials to test a new biomedical intervention in a small group of
people (e.g., 20-80) for the first time to evaluate safety (e.g., to determine a safe
dosage range and to identify side effects). It can include healthy participants or

patients.

Phase Il — clinical trials to study the biomedical or behavioral intervention in a larger
group of people (several hundred) to determine efficacy and to further evaluate its
safety. It is conducted in participants with the condition or disease under study and

will determine common short-term side effects and risks.

Phase Il — studies to investigate the efficacy of the biomedical or behavioral
intervention in large groups of human subjects (from several hundred to several
thousand) by comparing the intervention to other standard or experimental
interventions as well as to monitor adverse effects, and to collect information that

will allow the intervention to be used safely.

An NIH-defined Phase 111 clinical trial is a broadly based prospective Phase IlI

clinical investigation, usually involving several hundred or more human subjects, for
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the purpose of evaluating an experimental intervention in comparison with a standard
or controlled intervention or comparing two or more existing treatments. Often the
aim of such investigation is to provide evidence leading to a scientific basis for
consideration of a change in health policy or standard of care. The definition includes
pharmacologic, non-pharmacologic, and behavioral interventions given for disease
prevention, prophylaxis, diagnosis, or therapy. Community trials and other

population-based intervention trials are also included.

Phase IV — studies conducted after the intervention has been marketed. These studies
are designed to monitor effectiveness of the approved intervention in the general
population and to collect information about any adverse effects associated with

widespread use.

e Placebo
A placebo is an inactive pill, liquid, powder, or other intervention that has no
treatment value. In clinical trials, experimental treatments are often compared with

placebos to assess the treatment's effectiveness.

e Placebo Controlled Study

A method of investigation in which an inactive substance/treatment (the placebo) is
given to one group of participants, while the test article is given to another group. The
results obtained in the two groups are then compared to see if the investigational

treatment is more effective in treating the condition.

e Protocol

A document that describes the objective(s), design, methodology, statistical

consideration, and organization of a trial.
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e Protocol Amendments

A written description of a change(s) to or formal clarification of a protocol.

e Protocol Deviations

Failure to conduct a study as described in the protocol. The failure may be accidental
or due to negligence and in either case, the protocol deviation should be documented.
This also includes failure to comply with federal laws and regulations, the
institution's commitments and policies, and standards of professional conduct and

practice. Examples of noncompliance include:

o failure to obtain/maintain approval for research,
o failure to obtain informed consent when required,
o failure to file adverse event reports,

e performance of an unapproved study procedure,
e performance of research at an unapproved site,

o failure to file protocol modifications and

o failure to adhere to an approved protocol.

Protocol Deviations Report

Internal document created as part of the ongoing quality control process summarizing

compliance with the protocol and listing protocol deviations and/or violations.
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e Prospectively Assigned

A pre-defined process (e.g., randomization) specified in an approved protocol that
stipulates the assignment of research subjects (individually or in clusters) to one or

more arms (e.g., intervention, placebo or other control) of the clinical trial.
e Palatal Expander

A fixed or removable orthodontic appliance used to make the upper jaw wider.

e Periodontal Disease

A chronic infection of the gums and jaw bones that stems from a build-up of plaque;
many times there is little or no pain. Untreated periodontal disease can lead to tooth
loss. There are three stages of periodontal disease: gingivitis, periodontitis and

advanced periodontitis.

e Periodontal Tissue

Refers to the hard and soft tissue, or supporting structures, around the teeth.

e Periodontitis

A more serious form of gum (periodontal) disease as compared to gingivitis. It is a
chronic infection caused by an accumulation of plaque under the gum line. The
bacteria in plaque produce toxins that lead to destruction of the soft tissue and bone
that hold teeth in place. Pockets (spaces between the gum and the teeth) form. Unless
treated professionally in conjunction with careful home care, the disease process will

continue to break down tissues.
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e Phase One (Phase I) Treatment

Orthodontic treatment performed to intercept or correct a developing problem.
Usually performed on younger patients that have a mixture of primary (baby) teeth

and permanent teeth. Sometimes called Preventive or Interceptive treatment.

e Plaque

Plaque is a colorless, sticky film which is a mixture of bacteria, food particles and
saliva that constantly forms in the mouth. Plaque combines with sugars to form an
acid that endangers teeth and gums. Plague causes cavities, white marks

(decalcification) and gum disease. Plaque is removed by brushing and flossing.

e Posterior

Back.

e Power chain

Interconnected elastic ligatures that are stretched across multiple teeth, holding the
archwire to bracket slots. Orthodontists use power chains for some patients during

specific times during their treatment to apply additional forces to move teeth.

e Preventive Treatment

Orthodontic treatment to prevent or reduce the severity of a developing malocclusion

(bad bite). Also called Interceptive or Phase | treatment.



e Primary Teeth

Baby teeth. Also called deciduous or milk teeth.

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e Quality Assurance (QA)

Systematic approach to ensure that the data are generated, documented (recorded),
and reported in compliance with the protocol and good clinical practice (GCP)
standards.

e Quality Control (QC)

The internal operational techniques and activities undertaken within the quality
assurance system to verify that the requirements for quality of trial related activities
have been fulfilled (e.g., data and form checks, monitoring by study staff, routine

reports, correction actions, etc.).
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e Radiograph

Also called an x-ray, a radiograph is a diagnostic tool that is used to see inside the
body. Orthodontists take panoramic radiographs to see a complete horizontal image
of a patient’s upper and lower teeth. A cephalometric radiograph is a side view of a

patient’s head.
e Randomization

The process of assigning clinical trial participants to treatment or control groups

using an element of chance to determine the assignments in order to reduce bias.
¢ Recruitment Plan

The plan that outlines how individuals will be recruited for the study and how the

study will reach the recruitment goal.
e Retention Plan

The plan that details the methods in which the study will use in order to retain study

participation in the clinical trial.

e Removable Appliance

An orthodontic appliance that can be removed from the mouth by the patient.
Removable appliances are used to move teeth, align jaws and/or to keep teeth in their

new positions when the braces are removed (retainers).

e Retainer

A fixed or removable appliance worn after braces are removed or aligner therapy is
complete. A retainer is fitted to upper and/or lower teeth to hold them in their
finished positions. When worn as prescribed, retainers are the best tool available to

minimize unwanted tooth movement after active treatment ends.

e Rubber Bands

During certain stages of treatment, small elastics (rubber bands) are worn to provide

individual tooth movement or jaw alignment.
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e Surgical Orthodontics

Supported by surgical interventions in cases of severe problems in jaw and facial

structure.

e Safety Monitoring Plan

A plan that outlines the oversight of a clinical trial.

o Safety Officer (SO)

An independent individual, often a clinician who is appointed by the NIA and
performs data and safety monitoring activities in low-risk, single site clinical studies.
The SO advises the NIA regarding participant safety, scientific integrity, and ethical

conduct of a study. The SO is advisory to the Institute Director.

e Screening Log

An essential document that records all individuals who entered the screening process.
The screening log demonstrates the investigator’s attempt to enroll a representative

sample of participants.
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e Screening Process

A process designed to determine individual’s eligibility for participation in a clinical

research study.

e Serious Adverse Event (SAE)

Any adverse event that:

e Results in death

¢ s life threatening, or places the participant at immediate risk of death from the
event as it occurred

e Requires or prolongs hospitalization

e Causes persistent or significant disability or incapacity

e Results in congenital anomalies or birth defects

¢ Is another condition which investigators judge to represent significant hazards

Source Document

Original documents, data, and records (e.g., hospital records, clinical and office
charts, laboratory notes, memoranda, participant diaries, recorded data from

automated instruments, x-rays, etc.) that are used in a clinical trial.

e Standard Operating Procedure (SOPs)

Detailed written instructions to achieve uniformity of the performance of a specific

function across studies and patients at an individual site.

Stopping Rules —Established safety criteria that would either pause or halt a study due
to reasons including but not limited to futility or risk(s) to the participants.
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Stratification — Separation of a study cohort into subgroups or strata according to
specific characteristics such as age, sex, etc., so that factors which might affect the

outcome of the study, can be taken into account.

e Separators

An elastic o-ring or small wire loop is placed between the teeth to create space for
placement of orthodontic bands. Separators are usually placed between the teeth a

week before bands are scheduled to be placed on the teeth.

o Self-Ligating Brackets

Brackets that have a “door” on the front that holds the orthodontic wire to the
bracket. With self-ligating brackets, an elastic ring is not needed to hold the

orthodontic wire to the bracket.

e Serial Extraction

Selective or guided removal of certain primary (baby) teeth and/or permanent teeth
over a period of time to create room, reduce crowding and create a better

environment for the permanent teeth to erupt.

e Skeletal maturity

A time when an individual has stopped growing, and bones have reached their full

development.

e Spacers

Tiny elastics (rubber bands) that are inserted between molars. Spacers are placed one

or two weeks before getting braces to create space between molars if molar bands
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will be used as part of the orthodontic appliance. Occasionally, spacers fall out

before braces are placed.

e Space Maintainer

A fixed appliance used to hold space for an unerupted permanent tooth after a

primary (baby) tooth has been lost prematurely, due to accident or decay.

e Specialist

In dentistry, being a specialist usually requires:

General education — Completing college requirements (usually four years)

Dental School Education: Four-year program leading to a DDS or DMD in dentistry
Specialty education — Successful completion of two or more years (usually) of
additional education in an accredited program in the chosen specialty area (such
orthodontics in dentistry).

Thus the doctor’s experience is focused on the area of specialization

Orthodontists are the dental profession’s specialists in the field of orthodontics and
dentofacial orthopedics. Nine dental specialties are recognized by the National
Commission on Recognition of Dental Specialties and Certifying Boards. After
dental school, those who intend to be orthodontists must be accepted by, and
successfully complete, an accredited orthodontic residency program lasting two years
or longer (minimum of 3,700 hours). There are about 15 applications for each
opening in an accredited orthodontic program. Those who attain this level of formal
education may call himself/herself an orthodontist. Only orthodontists are admitted

for membership in the American Association of Orthodontists.
e Supernumerary Teeth

An occurrence in which there are more teeth than the usual number. These teeth can

be malformed or erupt abnormally. These teeth can also interfere with the normal
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pattern of tooth eruption and contribute to an orthodontic problem. Supernumerary

teeth often need to be removed.
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e Types of Orthodontic Treatment

1. Fixed Orthodontic Treatments (Braces):

- Metal Braces: The most commonly used method, known for its durability.

- Clear Braces: Provide a more aesthetic appearance.

- Lingual Braces: Attached to the back of the teeth, making them invisible from
the front.

2. Removable Orthodontic Treatments:

- Clear Aligners (Invisalign): Removable and nearly invisible.

- Jaw Appliances: Used to correct jaw structure.

3. Functional Orthodontic Treatments:

- Special appliances used during jaw development to guide growth and

development.

Temporary Anchorage Device (TAD)

A miniature surgical screw that resembles an earring stud when it is in place.
Positioned in gum and bone tissue, a TAD is used as an anchor — a fixed point from
which to apply the force needed to move teeth in a direction that braces alone cannot

move them. The TAD is removed when it is no longer needed.

e Tongue Crib

A fixed orthodontic appliance used to help a patient stop habits or undesirable tongue

forces exerted on the teeth and bone that supports the teeth.
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e Tongue Thrust
A habit where an individual’s tongue pushes against the teeth when swallowing. This

type of force generated by the tongue can move the teeth and bone and may lead to an

anterior or posterior open bite.
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e Underbite

The lower front teeth or jaw sit ahead of the upper front teeth or jaw. Also known as a

Class Il malocclusion.
e Unanticipated Problems (UAPS)

Unanticipated problems involving risks to subjects or others, which meet all of the

following criteria:

e Unexpected in terms of nature, severity, or frequency;

o Related or possibly related to participation in the research, and;

e Suggests that the research placces subjects or others at a greater risk of harm
(including physical, psychological, economic, or social harm) than was

previously known or recognized.

Unmasking/Unblinding

A procedure in which one or more parties to the trial are made aware of the treatment

assignment(s).

e Unanticipated Adverse Device Effects (UADES)

Any serious adverse effect on health or safety or any life-threatening problem or
death caused by, or associated with, a device, if that effect, problem, or death was not
previously identified in a nature, severity, or degree of incidence in the

investigational plan or application (including a supplementary plan or application) or
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any other unanticipated serious problem associated with a device that relates to the

rights, safety, or welfare of subjects.
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e \/eneer

A thin, tooth-colored shell that is glued to the fronts of teeth to improve their
appearance. A veneer can cover up a discolored or broken tooth. Veneers cannot
correct malocclusions (misaligned teeth and/or jaws). However, veneers can be easier
to place and last longer after an individual has had orthodontic treatment and teeth are

properly positioned.
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e Wax

Orthodontic wax is placed on the brackets or archwires to prevent them from

irritating the lips or cheeks.

e Wires

Also known as archwires, they are held to brackets using small elastic o-rings (rubber
bands), stainless steel wire ligatures, or by a door on a self-ligating bracket. Wires are

used to move the teeth.
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o X-ray

Also called a radiograph, an x-ray is a diagnostic tool that is used to see inside the
body. Orthodontists take panoramic x-rays to see a complete horizontal image of a

patient’s upper and lower teeth. A cephalometric x-ray is a side view of a patient’s

head.
