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STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN NATO AND THE EUROPEAN UNION IN

Abstract. The paper examines the strategic partnership between NATO and the European
Union in addressing contemporary crisis situations under conditions of global instability. It
highlights the evolution of their cooperation from primarily military-political interaction to a
comprehensive approach encompassing security, humanitarian, and environmental dimensions.
Particular attention is paid to NATO'’s role in peace support operations, protection of critical
infrastructure, and mitigation of technological and environmental risks in conflict zones. In
parallel, the EU’s contribution through civilian missions, rule-of-law reforms, and large-scale
humanitarian and logistical support is analyzed. The study emphasizes the growing importance of
environmental security, including climate adaptation, disaster response, and monitoring of
ecological damage caused by armed conflicts. It is argued that the integration of military and
civilian instruments within NATO-EU cooperation forms a multidimensional security model
capable of responding effectively to hybrid threats and ensuring sustainable post-conflict recovery.
